presented these awards.
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Give publicity to good work : Akkineni tells the media

Hyderabad, Jan 5 (Prabhata Varta City Bureau) Padma Vibhushan Dr. Akkineni Nageswara Rao
has said that while bad has the power of getting publicity on its own, good work needs to be
publicized and the media should take that responsibility.

He has participated as the Chief Guest at the UNICEF Award Presentation programme
held at the CESS auditorium in the city. He said it was with this view that Awards were being
presented to the Channels for reports on the problems of girl children. He said the UNICEF
awards have increased the responsibility of channels. . Nageswara Rap has appealed to the
media to help women in progressing in all spheres. Stressing on the need for breast feeding of
the child, he said mother’s milk enhances the immunity and protects the child through out its
life. Stating that mother is the guide for a human being through out his life, he said there was
need to respect them.

Stating that some women hesitate to breast-feed their children for fear of damage to their
physique, he said it was improper to think so. He said mother’s milk guards the children from all
epidemics.

Talking about the stiff competition prevailing among the TV channels, he said we have
to be very cautious about what we say these days as even a single mistake inadvertently made
got exposed. Stressing that competition helped growth, Nageswara Rao has recalled that he
always used to say that he grew up as an actor because he had competition from N T Rama Rao.
“I used to say that NTR was behind my growth in several meetings,” he told the audience.

Stating that he has been partial towards women always, he said it was possibly because
he acted the rolls of women during his stage days. He said we call our land the ‘Mother
Country’ and our language the ‘Mother Tongue’ because of the importance we attribute to the
mother. “It is the mother that tells the child who its father is,” Nageswara Rao said.. He has
congratulated the channels that were selected for receiving the UNICEF awards.

Karnataka former Governor Ms. Rama Devi in her speech has said that these awards
were instituted to create awareness among the people on the discrimination being shown against
women. She has expressed confidence that these awards were bound to create awareness among
the people at least to some extent. She has promised to improve the awards further in future.
